To STUDENTS

Welcome to the study of Russian! Pa6éma e aydumépuu (Classroom Activities) will be used to
practice the language with your instructor and fellow students, and should be brought to class
every day. Itis only one element of the Méjcdy namu program, which also includes an online
textbook (mezhdunami.org) and JomdwHrue 3addnusi (Homework Assignments).

Organization of these classroom activities

The numbering system in the classroom activities matches the numbering system in the online
textbook. As such, the exercises labeled 6.2 correspond to episode 6.2 [16cie cemunapa in the
online textbook.

{3 marks activities where you will listen to content read aloud by your teacher.

£ marks activities where you will need to gather information from Russian internet sites.
Unless otherwise indicated, those links can be found at mezhdunami.dropmark.com.

Activities are arranged in an order that takes you on a kind of journey. After you read and listen to
a text, the materials guide you from this first encounter with new Russian words and phrases to a
basic understanding of their use in both written and spoken forms. You then move on to carefully
structured activities where you use these new words and phrases to communicate with classmates
and your teacher. Often at that point you will also have an opportunity to do "noticing" activities
that ask you to pay attention to new grammatical forms and the meanings they express. Gradually
you will build your ability to use these new language structures on your own.

Learning strategies to keep in mind as you do classroom activities

1. Read the instructions for each activity carefully and follow the steps as indicated.

2. The instructions often ask you to read Russian sentences aloud. It may seem odd to read
aloud to yourself, but vocalizing is very important in learning a language. This opportunity
for "rehearsal” also means that you will have an easier time using this new material in later
conversations.

3. Do not worry about making mistakes when reading aloud; it is natural to have difficulty,
especially when you first encounter new words. The more practice you get connecting
letters with the sounds, the greater success you will have in learning Russian.

4. Work actively on sounding out new words you encounter in the activities. You will be
surprised how many international words you will recognize once you pronounce syllables
aloud.

5. When working in pairs or small groups, use the examples and models provided to guide you
in completing your work. Following the models will allow you to speak mostly in Russian
from the very beginning of the semester.

Unlike other language textbooks that you may have used, the homework activities for this textbook
require you to pay attention to the meanings of new words and phrases, and not just to their
grammar. To complete many of these activities you will need to know the texts and the story line of
Méxncdy Hdmu.

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STRESS PATTERNS FOR BOTH CONJUGATIONS
Russian has only three patterns of stress for conjugated verbs in the present (imperfective) and
future perfective tenses. This makes it possible to determine the stress pattern for the entire
conjugation from the s1 form and any other form. Example patterns for the first conjugation are
provided below. You can see the exact same pattern for second conjugation by looking at nOMHUTB,
cnemnTh and JTWGATH above.

IRREGULAR VERBS

Three of Russian's four completely irregular verbs are covered in this book and their conjugations
are provided below. Note that xoTéTb has endings from both first and second conjugation as well as
an irregular stress pattern, and that gaTb switches conjugations in the plural. The fourth irregular
verb, in case you are curious, is 6ekats (the unidirectional form of "to run").

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SPELLING RULES

THE 8-LETTER SPELLING RULE
Afterr, K, X, 2, 1, It, 4 and 11, write -y instead of -10, and -a instead of -11.

This rule comes into play frequently with second conjugation verbs. Compare the endings on
roBopm (regular ending) and cnemy (spelling rule), as well as roBopgr (regular ending) and
cnewiat (spelling rule).

THE 7-LETTER SPELLING RULE
Afterr, K, X, 2K, I, 4 and 1, write -1 instead of -blI.

This rule comes into play frequently with both nouns and masculine adjectives. Compare the
ending on the nouns yemogansl (regular hard-stem ending) and yué6nuku (spelling rule), as
well as the adjectives crapsbi#i (regular hard-stem ending) and pycckuii (spelling rule).

THE 5-LETTER SPELLING RULE
After x, m, 1, 4 and 1, write -o only if it is stressed, otherwise write -e.

This rule comes into play mainly with adjectives and the instrumental case of nouns. Compare
the ending on 6osibmIde (stress on the vowel following 1) and xopéiee (no stress on the
vowel following m). The rule can also be seen clearly in the spelling of the adverb xopomg.
Other adjectives where thus rule comes into play are crapmmii, Mmaaammii and 6BIBIIMH.
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
